Walk down any
British shopping street and you will find at least one takeaway shop, and
often many more! Pizza is one of the country’s most popular takeaway
foods.

AJ and
Daniel come out to see who it is. It must be a big surprise to see a TV
presenter and a camera man, but the boys hide their surprise well.

‘AJ, Daniel, how are you, chaps*? Here's your takeaway, Dave says.
'Don't you cook your own pizza?’

'‘No, say both boys.

‘Then I think we need to come in!" Dave laughs.
