The story session

1. Introducing the story

¢ Have the children read any of the other stories about the
Hundred-Mile-An-Hour Dog, or other books by Jeremy
Strong? If so, what kind of story do they expect this will
be? Explain that this story is narrated by Streaker, the
Hundred-Mile-An-Hour Dog.

2. Reading the story

e Read Chapter 1, ‘Pies!".

e Pause, and ask the children what kind of character they
think Streaker is. Do they like her? Do they think she’s right
about the pies? What would the van driver think if he

saw her?
