What to do

1. First, fold the paper in half. Then
fold it in half again the other way to
find the middle.

7. Finally, blow on the side of your
windmill or hold it in the wind. Watch
it go round.

2. Draw four curved lines as shown in
the diagram below. Cut along each line.

3. Next, fold in each of the corners.
Glue them over the middle.
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
